October 1958, who delegates for this act the signature on
the president of the International Relations Service (SRI),
Gonzalo Vicci Gianotti, according to resolution 51/2025
dated January 04, 2025

and The Russian Presidential Academy of National
Economy and Public Administration, Russia, hereinafter
referred to as «RANEPA», Russian Federation,
represented by vice-rector prof. Andrey Margolin,
acting on the basis of  attorney Ne 0014-001-25-IT,
dated January, 28, 2025, hereinafter, jointly referred to
as the «Parties», and separately as the «Party» acting
within the framework of the Cooperation Agreement
signed on February, 06, 2025, hereby agree to sign the
present agreement on an academic exchange in
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth below
in this Agreement.

Chapter I, Subject

I. The purpose of this Agreement is to develop and
implement an academic exchange between RANEPA
and UDELAR.

Chapter II. Terminology

Chapter IIL Student Exchange

Article 1. Subject

1.1 Subject to the availability of suitable candidates, each
Party will send up to four Students for a semester-long
study from Bachelor’s and Master’s programs at
RANEPA and UDELAR

Each Party must keep a record of the Students sent and
shall thereby aim to maintain a balance of Students
during the entire duration of this Agreement’s execution.

Article 2. Terms of Participation

2.1 The Home HEI shall be responsible for selecting and
nominating Students for participation in this exchange,
as well as ensuring that each candidate possesses the
required qualifications and is proficient in the language
of instruction to be used at the Host HEL The Parties
hereby agree that the Host HEI retains the right to reject
any candidate, whereby the Home HEI may nominate
additional candidates for further consideration within the
established deadline.

2.2 The Host HEI shall provide the Home HEI with all
necessary information with respect to application
procedures, deadlines, visa issues and other practical
information that Students and staff members must know
in order to finalize all formalities with respect fo
Students” participation in the exchange by the deadlines
established by both universities. Home HEI must ensure
the timely submission of their respective applications to
the Host HEI students.

2.3 Students shall be admitted as exchange students at the
Host HEI, while remaining enrolled at their Home HEIL
Each Student must observe the rules and internal bylaws
of the Host HEI, as well as the legislation of the host
country during his/her entire period of studies. Failure to
comply with such rules and regulations may lead to the
expulsion of the Student from the exchange at the Host
HEL During their entire participation in an exchange,
Students shall be granted the same rights and
opportunities as all regular learners at the Host HEL
Students are expected to pursue a full-time mode of study
at the Host HEL '

24 Academic transcripts, as well as letters of
recommendation, shall be provided to the Host HEI upon
its request.

2.5 Each Student is required to have adequate health
insurance, and accidents which includes repatriation
provisions and covers the whole period of their stay in
the host country. A confirmation of adequate insurance
coverage shall be submiited to the respective
international offices, as well as faculties/institutes/
branches of both HEIs.

2.6 Each Party hereby agrees to appoint a Coordinator
for the administration of the exchange, as set forth in
Appendix A to this Agreement. The Coordinator will act
as a contact person, who is responsible for all
arrangements related to the stay of Students at the Host
HEI, including their general well-being and studies, as
well as ensuring that all necessary approvals are in place.

Article 3. Benefits

3.1 The Host HEI shall waive tuition fees for all
incoming Students if applicable. Subject to the
provisions of Article | of Chapter III hereof, no
monetary transactions shall be exchanged between the
Parties. Students shall be solely responsible for all
personal expenses, as well as paying administrative fees
(if there are any) during the entire period of their
studies at the Host HEL including the purchase of
books and other necessary course materials, housing,
meals, transportation, health insurance, and other
personal and medical expenses.

Chapter 1V. Teaching and Research Experience
Exchange

1. The Parties hereby agree in principle with respect to
the possibility of teaching and research experience
exchanges.

Chapter V1. General Provisions

1. Each Student and academic staff member shall be
responsible for obtaining a visa and necessary travel
documents. Furthermore, the Parties shall provide
assistance, wherever necessary, in order to meet the
relevant visa requirements, as well as finalize other
necessary formalities.

2. The Parties’ obligations under this Agreement do not
extend to the spouses or family members of Students and
academic staff members. The expenses of accompanying
spouses and family members shall be borne by the
persons mentioned above.

3. The Parties hereby guarantee that they will request and
process personal data (hereinafter, «PD»), including PD
that is transmitted verbally, only to the extent deemed
necessary to properly exercise the provision of this
Agreement and as per applicable laws. The Parties
hereby agree that any failure to provide the necessary PD
can make it partially or completely impossible to fulfil
the terms and conditions of this Agreement. PD can be
processed for statistical purposes (provided that the PD
should be processed in an anonymized form) and
consequently disclosed to public authorities and
individuals in those cases established by relevant
legislation.

“Protection of Personal Data and Action of ‘Habeas
Data’ regarding the protection of data, exchange or
permission of use of these established in chapter IV. As
well as by law 18.381 on the “Right of Access to Public
Information

4. The Parties hereby consider this Agreement to be a
declaration of intent, which shall not entail an obligation
for the Parties to engage in a collaboration agreement, or
any financial obligations. Furthermore, both Parties
hereby understand that nothing in this Agreement limits
the rights and powers of the Parties. In any case, this
Agreement shall be applicable insofar as it does not
conflict with the respective national legislation of the
Parties.

5. Any disputes arising from the provisions hereof shall
be resolved by the Parties through negotiation.

6. Throughout the term of the Agreement, the Parties
may share information with respect to the fulfilment of
their respective obligations. Communication between the
Parties shall be carried out in electronic form relying on
the contact details provided in the Agreement.

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Chapter IV. Teaching and Research Experience
Exchange

1. The Parties hereby agree in principle with respect to
the possibility of teaching and research experience
exchanges. Every year, both HEIs shall have the option
of sending up to three academic staff members involved
in teaching and/or research activities.

2. The period of such teaching and research experience
exchanges mobility must be previously agreed (at the
time of applying) with the research group, laboratory,
teacher in charge, graduate director, tutor or referent
and may not exceed 3 months. The applicant must have
a letter of invitation from the host university.

3. Visits may be arranged to the any Host university
departments.

4. Teaching and research experience exchanges are only
possible upon the Host HEI’s consent and with the
administrative support of the exchange Coordinator.
The Coordinator will act as a contact person, who is
responsible for all arrangements related to the stay of the
participants during the exchange at the Host HEI as well
as ensuring that all necessary approvals are in place.

Chapter V. Effective Date and Termination of the
Agreement

1. This Agreement will enter into force upon its signing
by the Parties and is valid for period of three (3) years.
Provided that there are no objections from the Parties,
this Agreement can be extended by signing a new written
agreement. Furthermore, this Agreement may be
amended upon mutual consent of the Parties by the
signature of the addendum.

2. Either Party may terminate this Agreement at any time
by submitting a written notice to the other Party. Such
terminations shall take effect six (6) months after the date
of the aforementioned written notice.

The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the
status of any Student or academic staff member of the
Home HEI sent to Host HEL Regardless of the

termination of this Agreement, both Parties shall hereby

aim to perform all obligations affecting Students until the
end of their period of exchange training at the Host HEIL
